1. All applications must be accompanied with a $10.00 entry fee per 
category (limit 2). 

2. All applications must have a veterinarian�s signature verifying 
immunizations or a hospital record of immunizations. 

3. The Dog Contest will take place 4:00 PM.  Dogs are only allowed at the 
festival site during the contest on Saturday, March 27, 2010. 

4. All dogs must remain on a leash, under the control of an adult, when not 
performing.  Children under 12 will not be allowed to handle dogs unless 
accompanied by an adult. 

5. No aggressive dogs will be allowed on the premises.  Zachary Chamber of 
Commerce reserves the right to dismiss any dog during the contest. 

6. Owners must be equipped to clean up after their dogs when �nature 
calls.� 

7. Parking at the Z Fest site will be limited.  Prepare to drop the handler and 
dog off at the festival site and have the driver park in one of the 
designated off-site parking lots.  Shuttles will transport festival attendees 
back and forth between the parking lots and the site. 

8. This is a �FUN� Dog Contest, so bring along your good attitude and good 
dog.

Harmful or restrictive 
costumes not allowed.  Make sure PG rated. 
 
Best Trick (30 second limit) - Show off your dog's ability in 30 seconds or less.  
(Props allowed) 
 
Most Beautiful (female) and Most Handsome (male)
